As | mentioned to the Session the other night, the strength of this congregation is its unity among its
diversity and the breadth and depth of its leadership— gifted, committed people who give so freely
of your time and talents. And there are so many others of you, who are not in specific leadership
positions, but who nevertheless are intensely involved in your respective callings to ministry through
this congregation— all the members of the Body working together in such splendid cooperation.

Then there is the Church Staff to whom | owe a special word of appreciation. They are persons
of integrity, insight, and theological understanding who have been a joy to work with.

On a few weekends, we have had over 6 (people
visiting at one time, and we have hosted three families with
children. We have more than 50 trained volunteers
including 10+ volunteers who worship at places outside of
FPC.

But what makes Saturday Sanctuary special to our
volunteers, and we hope our neighbors, is not

quantifiable. Volunteers will have the opportunity to
explore what impact their involvement with the Sanctuary
has had on their spiritual lives. Michael Galovick, a
volunteer who worships with Circle of Mercy, will lead us in
a series of conversations exploring this topic. Our
conversations will begin on Wednesday, February 3rd at
7:00 PM at First Presbyterian Church, Asheville.
