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A word about Transition from Keith Love, chair of our Administrative Committee:  
 

Dear Friends, 

With Pete having preached his last sermon as our pastor, we now find ourselves in a period of transition.  We are mov-
ing from a time of being settled and comfortable with our beloved pastor whom we have come to admire and respect 
over these last fourteen years through a time of uncertainty, of not knowing who will lead us in the future. 

 

Yet we find ourselves in an exceptionally strong position.  In faithfulness to God, Pete has given us a legacy of a stable, 
Christ centered community with feet rooted in faith and eyes pointed to the future.  We look forward to this transition with 
courage, excitement and wonderful expectation.  For we can be absolutely certain of one thing - this is Christôs church, 
and in Christ our future is secure. 

 

So what will happen during this transition period?  Ultimately we will call a new senior pastor to First Presbyterian, but 
there are a number of things that we need to do before we get to that point: 

1. We will hire an interim pastor to lead us during this transition period. 

2. We will engage in a period of introspection and congregational conversation. 

3. We will select a pastor nominating committee which will be responsible for finding our next senior pastor. 

4. We will say goodbye to our interim pastor. 

5. We will welcome and install our new senior pastor. 

 

Hiring An Interim Pastor  

The session has appointed a transition committee whose first task is to find an interim pastor for our church.  This com-
mittee is already at work, and we hope that the committee will be able to secure an interim and have him/her on board 
very early in 2009.  The members of the transition committee are:  Ed Brenegar (advisor), Harvey Haynes, Susie 
Jameson, Bill Kantonen, Ellen McDougald, Len Pardue (chair), Margaret Torrence (staff representative), John Webb. 

 

The job of interim pastor is an important role.  The interim pastor is not simply a pastor who will fill a spot until our new 
senior is found.  Our denomination has pastors who are trained as interims and who are intentional about being interim 
pastors.  A church that is in transition (between senior pastors) has particular issues that it must address.  Intentional 
interim pastors have special gifts and skills that are relevant to congregations going through these transitions.  Inten-
tional interims, with their special gifts, feel called to do this type of work.  In short, the interim will help us deal with the 
departure of Pete and Margaret and will prepare us for our new senior pastor. 

 

Interim pastors are typically hired to serve for a term of one year.  If the new senior pastor is called before the expiration 
of the one year term, the interim pastor is released.  If it takes longer than a year to find the new senior pastor, the ses-
sion might extend the contract with the interim pastor to a second one year term or release the interim pastor and hire 
another.  It is not uncommon for churches to have more than one interim pastor during the transition. 

 

Pausing For A Period Of Reflection  

Our denomination encourages congregations to take some time and to pause for some reflection after a senior pastor 
has left and before calling its next senior pastor.  Why do this?  Wouldnôt we be better off not delaying and finding a new 
senior pastor as soon as we can?  Especially after a long pastorate, it is good for the congregation to pause and reflect.  
Our congregation needs to spend some time thinking about what we have done during these last fourteen years.  Who 
were we when Pete started in 1994, and who have we become today?  How have we answered our call to be Christôs 
church in Asheville?  Who are we today and how are we answering that call?  How is the city of Asheville changing and 
how will these changes affect who Christ is calling us to be in the future? 



 

 

 

These questions are not answered easily and are questions that we must all participate together in answering.  The bet-
ter job we do in answering these questions, the more effective we will be at attracting the right pastor to lead us in the 
coming years. 

 

Think about how wonderfully our church has grown while Pete has been our pastor.  We are a diverse, engaged and 
committed congregation ï a congregation with so many gifts and members who take seriously their call to be Christôs 
disciples.  When we think about our church, consider what Paul said in 1

st
 Corinthians 12: 

ñNow there are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit; and there are varieties of service, but the same Lord; and 
there are varieties of working, but it is the same God who inspires them all in every one.  To each is given the 
manifestation of the Spirit for the common good.ò 

 

As we witnessed our congregation gathered for worship and then for the reception for Pete and Margaret on October 12, 
what we saw was a beautiful expression of what Paul was describing in Corinthians 12. 

 

We have become this church under the leadership of Pete.  It has been Peteôs unique gifts and talents that have helped 
to bring us where we are today.  Can we imagine a pastor who could have been a better fit for us during this period?  It 
was a thorough and deliberate process that enabled us to select Pete fourteen years ago.  And it is a similar thoughtful, 
patient and prayerful process that we will employ during this interim period which will enable us to attract and select the 
right pastor for the years ahead. 

 

Selecting the Pastor Nominating Committee  

At some point next year, our congregation will select the pastor nominating committee or PNC.  Through a nominating 
process a slate of nominees will be presented, and at a called meeting the congregation will elect the PNC.  The exact 
timing for the PNC has yet to be determined.  Generally speaking, it will probably be in the spring of next year before the 
PNC is assembled. 

Once the PNC is assembled, this group will be about the business of putting together the necessary documents to initi-
ate the search process and then executing the search process itself.  Our church will have great appeal for candidates 
searching for senior positions, and we expect our PNC to have hundreds of resumes to sort through.  The PNC will go 
through an extensive process of ranking candidates, visiting and interviewing the top candidates and making a final se-
lection. 

Saying Goodbye To Our Interim Pastor  

Once our congregation has called our new senior pastor, it will be time to say goodbye to our interim.  Typically while 
interims do not serve congregations for more than a year, interims do develop special relationships with the congrega-
tions they serve, and we will want to thank our interim with an appropriate send off. 

Installing the Senior Pastor  

Finally, we will celebrate the next chapter at First Presbyterian Church with the installation of our next senior pastor. 

 

The process of selecting our next senior pastor is not to be taken lightly or rushed.  In the Presbyterian Church, the aver-
age time that it takes a church to find a senior pastor is eighteen months.  One of our members described the relation-
ship between a pastor and his/her congregation as being like a marriage.  This is a great analogy, and therefore being 
thoughtful and patient during this process is most appropriate. 

 

So while a part of us still wants to ñget on with itò, we should all understand that this period of transition can be one of 
tremendous growth, blessing and joy for our congregation.  The work of Christ at First Presbyterian goes on, and we look 
forward to seeing how each member becomes engaged at even greater levels of service in the mission of our church.

ôTis the season. These autumn 
months roll out one holiday period 
after another: liturgical (All Saints, 
Advent-Christmas-Epiphany), na-
tional (Thanksgiving), spooky 
(Halloween).  These are the return-
ing, reassuring seasons we look for-
ward to. This year, though, we have 
other, less predictable ones overlay-
ing, or undermining, or wrapped up 
with, our normal patterns ð that is, 
two enormous seasons of transition: 
a national election, and an interim 
period for the church.  ôTis a season 
indeed. 
 

In the church, of all these seasons, 
the one known as Advent still feels 
newest to us.  It isnõt really new at 
all historically, but it may be so for 
us both experientially and emotion-
ally.  Its purple color is no different 
than Lent but is different than 
other colors of December outside of 
church.  Its scripture readings are 
sometimes weighted with the fiery 
words of prophets or uneasy words 
about wakefulness.  Its songs are no 
less ancient, beautiful, or pictur-
esque than the Christmas carols we 
know and love, but the fact remains 
that they donõt bring the emotional 
resonance of years for many of us.  
There is no getting around the fact 
that Advent can feel like an intru-
sive, disturbing season, in which 
tidings of comfort and joy may seem 
harder to find ð or to hear and sing. 

 

 

òComfort and joyó ð they are the 
angelõs words and some of the tru-
est words of any carol.  They say 
much as well about layers of cul-
tural and seasonal meanings and in 
fact encapsulate what we anticipate 
in December ð what we look for-
ward to each year in music, in trap-
pings, in activity, in memory.   Any-
thing that seems to deviate from 
our expected norms ð what we sing, 
what we do, what we say ð feels like 
a word spoken against comfort and 
joy.   Yet there is the yearly struggle 
we face as a church in a culture 
that prizes price tags and shopping, 
in a world reeling with war and 
poverty.  The church is mandated 
to proclaim a different, deeper, ulti-
mate reality, and in fact our Christ-
mas songs often precisely do that.  
One of my Christmas recordings 
has a simple line in the liner notes: 
òpeace on earth ð itõs about that.ó     

Itõs about that. I think it is true that 
our Christmas music is about that; 
but it is also true that our Christ-
mas music is about many things, 
and they are always not easily sepa-
rated. A carol may be about Jesusõ 
birth or the angelsõ song, but also 
about our childhood, or a choir we 
sang in, or a place we first heard it, 
or a favorite tree decoration ð the 
list grows quickly. One song is a 
whole scrapbook of meaning and 
longing.   

Longing ð it is what Advent, 
Christmas, and Epiphany share, in a 
sense.  They trace an arc of longing, 
for peace, equity, fairness, cheer, 
and nourishment.                                

Layered into                                                
those longings                                           
are powerful                                                    
personal ones of memory,                           
nostalgia, comfort, assurance,                                
and tradition.  All of these are the 
longings which the Church has to 
work with and wrestle with, in 
every season.  The hopes and fears of 
all the years ð each year, it is proba-
bly harder for the four weeks of Ad-
vent and the twelve days of Christ-
mas to contain these, because every 
year there are more of them.   
 

Comfort and joy, peace on earth, 
goodwill ð òwhy donõt we sing these 
throughout December?ó  Iõm a 
church musician, and I know that 
this is a huge question.  I want you 
to know that I honor it as a ques-
tion and struggle with it myself.  
Perhaps you struggle with the songs 
we sing or need during Advent and 
Christmas; perhaps you are curious 
about new songs; perhaps you re-
joice in all of them.  If I can be of 
help in listening to your concerns, 
in answering questions, in giving 
fuller information or playing 
through music or anything else re-
lated to seasonal music and music 
practices, I hope youõll give me a 
call or an email.  I would be happy 
to share lunch or coffee or conver-
sation.
